Belconnen is going through a revitalisation 
with multiple new developments evolving the 
look and feel of the area. The release of this 
new site follows the release other SLA sites by 
Lake Ginninderra and in the town centre. 

The site is located in a premium central position 
opposite Westfield Shopping Centre, an area undergoing 
transformation in line with the Belconnen Town Centre Place 
Design Brief (2021). The site will in time, have connection 
through to Lathlain Street. The Lathlain Street location is 
marked as part of the Belconnen renewal process which will 
ultimately deliver tree lined streets, slow traffic zones and 
alfresco dining.

This site represents a significant and uniform parcel of land 
and presents the opportunity to create a mixed-use precinct 
in a premium central position, built for community and 
designed in collaboration with community. A place where 
everyone feels at home.
